Education in action :  November 13th –17th Dave, Josh, Rupert, Ted & Big Ted, Walk

Lesson Plan Ideas and suggestions K- 2 Margaret Wells 

DMA  Discuss with children what sort of clothing Big Ted and Ted need for protection from wind, sun, rain, cold and for night time. Make card board templates of Ted and Big Ted, and then make clothing templates from these. Help children draw around card board templates, with markers onto material. Assist them in cutting out the clothing then using a variety of tools  get the children to sew, staple or glue the clothing together. (we used a hole punch last year first and then the children used large needles and wool to  sew the clothing together.)

Animal Tracks: talk about the animals and creatures that Ted and Big Ted will see on the walk. Research what the tracks may look like. Make your own animal tracks from plaster of paris, Salt dough or plasticine.

Maths: Make up number stories related to what Ted  and Big Ted sees each day. For Example four spiders and three lizards. Get the child to draw some number stories related to Ted and Big Teds adventure.

Music: Listen to a rainforest or Australian nature cd, and get the child to imagine they are on the adventure with Ted. What can they see? What does it look like? What does it smell like in the bush?  What colour flowers can they see?  What kind of birds can they hear? Are there trees in our school that would be in the bush? Etc.

Story Telling: Read the story were going on a bear hunt and then change the words to suit. Were Going on a bear walk……The children can make there own books in pairs/partner work. Older children may like to take their work to younger students and read the stories to them.

Story writing: Have a story bag that goes home each evening with a bear from school. PP have a bear called Bernie bear. He goes home every afternoon with a different child. In the bag is a variety of pencils, textas and  crayons and  a diary. Each child makes up there own adventure that BB has talking to Ted, about his adventure, his dreams or what the bears would do if they got the chance to get together. The child draws a picture on one page and then has a go at writing their story.

Diary Writing: By using the online facilities, maps etc the Lower primary students may like to write a diary of what Ted is up to each day.  Pin up a map in the classroom and have a child move a marker each day as Ted walks on his big walk. (you could incorporate some maths here as well) For example how far does Ted have to walk, how many days will it take,  how many steps in a metre, kilometre…

Dioramas; make a diorama of Ted and his surrounds on his walk. Discuss the animals that are seen in the environment. Discuss how Ted needs to look after the environment properly. What Ted should do with his rubbish, food scraps etc.

Language: Research and learn more about the Noongar language in this area. Learn the noongar names of the animals, and surrounds and learn more about the original people that lived here and how they survived.( Maybe the lovely Mrs Yarran would help with this)
