Geography Fact File - All about Australia

Australia is an island continent located between the Indian and Pacific oceans.  In a region known as Oceania.   It is the worlds smallest continent, but the sixth largest country in the world.

Australia has a coastline that measures 25,760 km, with a total land area of 7,617,930 sq km, with water covering another 68,920 sq km.  The highest point in Australia is Mt Kosciuszko, measuring 2,290 m high and the lowest point in Australia in Lake Eyre,  which is only 15 m high.

The terrain of Australia is mostly low plateaus with deserts and fertile plains in the South-east.  The natural resources of Australia include, gold, iron ore, natural gas, lead zinc, mineral sands and diamonds.  There are a few natural hazards that affect Australia the most, these are droughts, cyclones along the coast and bushfires.

Climate in Australia varies in different areas.  The interior, west and south are arid and very hot in summer.   The north is hot and tropical throughout the whole year and the East, South-east and South-west coasts are temperate.

Australia has many beautiful and wonderful natural landmarks.  These include Uluru, which is the worlds largest free-standing rock formation and the Great Barrier Reef, which is the world's largest coral reef.  

Many different types of animals live in Australia.  Some of these are native to Australia and can only be found in our country, like kangaroos, koalas, platypus and wombats.  A few of our native animals are in the Guinness World Records, for example, the Australian Pelican has a bill that can be up to 47 cm long.  The Taipan is the most venomous land snake in the world is found in Queensland, and the world's most dangerous ant is the Bulldog Ant, which is found in coastal regions in Australia.  

Australia also holds the record for the Largest Prehistoric Bird.  It was a flightless emu like bird that lived in Central Australia between 15 million and 25,000 years ago.  Fossilised bones found near Alice Springs, show that the bird stood about 3m high and wieghed about 500kg.

So,  you can see Australia is a pretty amazing place.  Why don't you spend sometime discovering as much fantastic information about Australia that you can.
